· Handheld pencil sharpener
Class Procedures:
· Entering the classroom:  Students should enter the classroom quietly and begin the warm-up silently. Students should also be ready to start class by having all needed materials out, including agenda to be signed, homework from the night before, and science notebook.
· Beginning of class:  You begin the class, not the teacher!  Once you enter the classroom, you have begun class.  This procedure should last between 5 – 8 minutes
· Take out agenda and fill out the HW.

· Take out HW from your homework folder.  If you don’t remember what the HW was, check in the agenda from the day before.

· Update table of contents
· Review cool down and try to fix mistakes if there are any.

· Complete any other assignments listed on the board.
· Class dismissal:  Students are dismissed by the teacher only.

· Sharpening pencils:  Students are not allowed to sharpen pencils during certain times in class, such as during a lecture.  Students are to sharpen all pencils during the warm-up at the beginning of class.  Students should have at least two pencils sharpened and are encouraged to keep a handheld sharpener at their desks or use mechanical pencils.

· Getting out of seat:  Students are not allowed to leave seats during class time without asking for permission. 
· Lost assignments: Extra copies may be given out with a Rocket Buck payment.  If you lose a paper, please visit my website.  All papers will be in electronic form.

· Test make-up:  It is the student’s responsibility to schedule a make-up time.
· Late/Make-Up Work Policy:

· You were absent when the assignment was given:  

· Pick up the assignment upon your return.  You now have the same amount of time as your classmates had to complete it for full credit.  After that, points are deducted.

· You were absent for the class activity: 

· Sometimes the activity cannot be made up.  If the activity can be made up, you have 2 days after returning to school to schedule a time (usually within a two-week period) to make up the activity.  Bring a friend to help you!  Then you will be given the same amount of time to turn in the assignment as your classmates had before the late policy takes effect.

· You were here for the activity, but absent the day it was due:  

· Great!  Just turn it in the day you return.  After that, it's late!
· Don’t have the assignment to turn in on time? 
· You will have 5 days to turn in the assignment.  Each day the assignment is late, you will lose 3 points.  After 5 days the assignment WILL NOT be accepted.  
· You were so busy that you couldn't get the assignment done: 

· That happens.  No big deal.  Turn it in the next day for a late penalty.  If you know about your schedule ahead of time...talk to me.  That demonstrates responsibility and I will gladly give you an extension for a day.
· You were here for the activity and here the day it was due, but you were absent for several days in between:  
· I will use my judgment in this case.  What were the circumstances? Was there a weekend in between? Was time given in class while you were absent to work on it?  I promise I will be reasonable but you may not always agree! 

· After the assignment is due, it will be turned into the class period tray in the front of the room.

· The date should be included on all late assignments.  If the date is not included, the assignment will risk being counted as the lowest score possible.
· Asking/answering a question:  I encourage all students to ask questions about anything.  In order to ask a question, the student should raise his/her hand and wait to be called upon.

· Getting the class attention:  I will raise my arm.  When you see that I have raised mine, the student will raise his/her arm and stop talking.

· Bathroom:  Students should use the restroom between class changes.  If an emergency arises, students MUST have their agenda per school policy.  Students are required to have a pass at all times in the hallway. 
· Items to bring every day to class: (other items may be necessary at teacher request such as colored pencils)
